As a practitioner she has a life time of experience in
children’s behaviour and is passionate about assisting early childhood educators, parents and other adults who
work with children to learn how to better understand and respond to children’s challenging behaviours. Anna has
worked as an Early Childhood Teacher, Guidance Officer, University Lecturer and Researcher. Today she also
works in private practice as a Family Therapist assisting parents and families who experience difficulties.

This presentation introduces participants to new ideas in terms of responding to children’s challenging
behaviours. Issues that are discussed are the preference for consequences rather than punishment; the
notion of encouragement in lieu of praise; the importance of belonging and how to support children to
‘belong’, Furthermore it examines a range of reasons why children misbehave and provides educators
with a wide variety of strategies to guide children through difficult behaviours. They include:

Correct use of time-out, Aggression, Biting, Swearing, Sharing, Managing own and children’s
anger and Temper Tantrums.
